JESUS IS THE WAY, THE TRUTH, AND THE LIFE 

 

INTRODUCTION: (John 14:1-6): The time of the crucifixion is coming 

very soon. Jesus has met privately with His disciples. He will soon be leaving 

them, so He comforts them with some thoughts of Heaven. 
 

I. THE WAY. 
A. Bible Speaks of Many Ways in General. 

1. The way of the wilderness (Exo. 13:18) of the Red Sea (Num. 

14:25). 
2. The way of all the earth (Jos. 23:14; 1 Ki. 2:2). 
3. The evil way of Jeroboam (1 Ki. 5:34 et al). 

4. The way of “sinners” (Psa. 1:1); the ungodly (1:6). 

B. Only One Way to Heaven (Isa. 35:8-9). 
1. Jesus is the only way (John 14:6; 1:51; cf. Gen. 28:12). 
2. Jesus is the way for us to follow: (1 Pet. 2:21). Every word, act, 

and attitude is worthy of our imitation. 
3. Jesus, the only way to avoid death (John 8:51). 
4. Jesus is the only name by which we are saved (Acts 4:12.). 
5. Only Jesus is our intercessor (1 Tim. 4:5; Rom. 8:34).  
6. Only Jesus is our Mediator (1 Tim. 2:5).  

C. Only Jesus is our High Priest (Heb. 9:11-12; 4:14). 
D. Only Christ Could Be the Way! 

1. He was sinless (Heb. 4:15). 
2. He is the Son of God (John 3:16), 
3. He fulfilled the Old Law (Mt. 5:17; Col. 2:14 ). 

 
II. THE TRUTH (that which corresponds to reality) 

A. He was full of truth: (Jn 1:14). 
B. He proclaimed the truth (Jn 8:45 ). 
C. Jesus spoke the things of the Father (Jn. 17:14-17); cannot lie: (Heb. 

6:18). 
 
III. THE LIFE. 

A. Jesus is responsible for physical life (Jn. 1:1-3; Col. 1:16-18). 
B. Jesus is responsible for everlasting life (Jn. 3:16; 10:10; 1 Jn. 4:9 ). 

 

CONCLUSION: Jesus is the Way to Heaven, and the Truth which leads to 

everlasting Life.

WE ARE UNDER ATTACK! 

 

Allegedly, Abraham Lincoln once quipped, “If I should call a sheep’s tail a 

leg, how many legs would it have? Four, because calling a tail a leg would not 

make it so.” Whether or not he actually said this is irrelevant; the premise is true. 

Truth is that which conforms to reality, and rational people recognize this with 

little, or no problem. 

However, if I can get you to admit that a blue sky is green, or that water is 

dry, then I may be able to persuade you to say anything regardless of the 

truthfulness of the statement. That is exactly how we are under attack. Satan’s
