Should we fear Demons? 

Almost everyone has seen the famous horror movie The 

Exorcist. I am a huge horror fan, only if it is clean. I 

remember The Exorcist and other films like the conjuring 

that show people getting possessed by a demon. Of course, 

Hollywood goes over the top and crazy things happen in 

these movies. For me it is the jump scares that get me and 

going home at night scared.
